BACKGROUND OF PASSAGE

e Joshua was now the leader

e God gave a threefold call to courage:
o Because of God’s promise of the land
o Based on God'’s power through His Word
o Based on the promise of God’s presence

FEAR — °Be strong and courageous; do not be frightened or dismayed, for the Lord your God
is with you wherever you go.

e Healthy fear vs. freeze response

e Sometimes God is calling us to feel the fear

e Where are you with fear?

STRENGTH - ¢ Be strong and courageous; for you shall put this people in possession of the
land that | swore to their ancestors to give them.

e Def: prevall, grasp, keep hold of

e We have to fight for this...it's right there, but we have to possess it

COURAGE - 7 Be strong and very courageous, being careful to act in accordance with all the
law that my servant Moses commanded you...

e Def: brave, bold, solid

e Oaks of righteousness or weeping willows?

SUCCESS - ...do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left, that you may be successful
wherever you go

e Def: understanding and comprehension

e In this case, success has nothing to do with our works, but it is about our depth

Joshua’s call and ours:

Be strong: persistent and determined
And courageous: brave, bold, and solid
So that we have success: understanding and comprehension of God’s will, God’s plans,
God’s Word
...wherever we go
