INTRODUCTION

e American church has gotten lukewarm

e We have a very independent spirit

e How do we recover that sense of dependence on the Lord when we can do it ourselves?

CHURCH IN LAODICEA

e Laodicea was between the cities of Hierapolis and Colosse.

e The water in Laodicea was lukewarm and full of minerals

e Main issue: so wealthy they felt they had no need of God

e Lukewarm spirit: “seeking to do the works of the kingdom through self-reliance and self-
sufficiency resulting from living a life disconnected from the realm of His love and deep
fellowship with Him.” (Stuart Greaves)

KNOCKING AT THE DOOR

e Verse 20: Listen! | am standing at the door, knocking; if you hear my voice and open the
door, | will come in to you and eat with you, and you with me.

He will come and dine with us — what can we offer? Nothing.

By believing, Jesus offers us everything. We get to eat with him.

Think about what the table symbolizes: Lord’s Supper, Jesus shared meals, dinner table

SLIPPING OUT THE SIDE DOOR

e When we feel less connected...sometimes we are lured out the side door

e Noise in our lives: from websites to email to tweets to Google to YouTube to smart phones
to Netflix/Hulu

e About attitude — in everything we are doing, are we yielding to God?

FOR US TODAY

e How do we resist the desire to slip out the side door?

e Sometimes the way to stay seated at the table with Jesus is simply to refuse to get up
e What side doors do we need to close? And keep closed?
